Discussion Questions

1.  How does Hitler’s success in imposing a whole new belief system on the German nation, to the point where they freely endorsed serious persecution of Jews, sound a warning to us today on how easily an entire society can be duped?  Why do you think Hitler and the Nazis were so successful in imposing their ideology?  What anti-Christian ideologies are being imposed on our society today?  Why do you think such practices as abortion and gay marriage have gained such widespread acceptance?  

2. What is the setting for the book of II Peter?  Why did Peter (inspired by the Spirit) write this book?  What was the infant church facing at this particular time?  Why was maintaining their doctrine and beliefs so important?

3. Of the six battlegrounds in the war for truth (salvation, Scripture, sin, sex, Second Coming, and security), which do you think is the most important one today?  Why?  

4. What are the critical issues in the contemporary battle for salvation?  What is the prevailing view of our world?  What is God’s view, according to II Peter 1:1-3 and John 14:6?
5. What are the critical issues in the contemporary battle for the Scriptures?  What is the prevailing view of our world?  What is God’s view, according to II Peter 1:20-21 and II Timothy 3:16-17?  

6. What is the world’s view of sin?  What is God’s view, according to Romans 3:23; 6:23; Isaiah 53:6?  What does II Peter 2:3-4 teach about the consequences of sin?  Why do you think the world denies the reality of hell?  

7. What is the world’s view of sex (see II Peter 2:13)?  What is God’s view, according to Proverbs 5:15-23?  What does II Peter 2:17 teach about those who practice free sex?  Does it really lead to freedom or bondage?

8. What is the world’s view of the Second Coming (see II Peter 3:3)?  What is God’s view (II Peter 3:10)?  Why does the Lord want us to be ready at any moment?

9. What is the world’s view on security?  What is God’s view, according to II Peter 3:17?  Why is there no ultimate security in people, political parties, or politicians?  Where are to place our hope?  Where is your security?
