Discussion Questions
Which Jesus Are You Following?

1.  Have you talked to people who believe in a “Liberal Jesus”, an ideal man, a good teacher, someone to model our lives after, but something less than God himself?  Have you talked to people who believe in a “New Age Jesus”, a mystical and spiritual figure who will bring you personal fulfillment and positive feelings?  Have you talked to people who believe in a “Liberation Jesus” who can rescue us from the oppressive capitalistic system, including poverty, injustice, and other oppression?  Have you talked to people who believe in a “Mormon Jesus”, a created being, the highest of all created beings, but something less than God?  Have you talked to people who believe in a “Muslim Jesus”, a great prophet, but not God’s Son?  Have you talked to people who believe in a “Prosperity Jesus”, a great healer and dispenser of wealth, whose name we can pray in and have whatever we desire?  Have you seen any of these people on television or read about them in newspapers or magazines?  How do these various views of Jesus contrast with the “Biblical Jesus” as presented in John 1:1-18?

2. Read John 1:14-18.  What is there in this passage that would lead you believe that Jesus is “Fully God:  100% God”?  If people today claim to believe in the deity of Christ (that He is God) and yet do not believe that he is the only way to heaven, what does this say about what they really believe about Jesus?

3. What is there in John 1:14-18 that would lead you believe that Jesus is “Fully Man: 100% Man”?  What does Hebrews 4:15 teach about the humanity of Jesus?   How is this truth comforting and encouraging to us?  What is there in John 1:14-18 that would lead you believe that Jesus is “Full of Grace:  100% Grace”?  Do you agree that every other religious system is based on works-righteousness (doing enough good deeds to merit God’s favor and therefore entry into heaven)?  Why is it comforting to know that Jesus is full of grace?
4. What is there in John 1:14-18 that would lead you believe that Jesus is “Full of Truth:  100% Truth”?  According to Galatians 3:24, why was the law given?  What did Jesus teach in Matthew 5:17?  Can you honestly say that following God’s commands is attractive to you?  Why or why not?  Was there a time when you thought differently?  Why?  What is there in John 1:1-18 that would lead you believe that Jesus is “Totally Unique:  100% Unique”?  Why is it important to know that 39,000 pastors gathered together at the Georgia Dome in February of 1996 and affirmed that Jesus really is “God-in-the-flesh, virgin-born, sinless, a mighty miracle-worker, an atoning sacrifice, One who resurrected from the dead, One who ascended into heaven, and One who will one day return to earth in power and great glory”?  Is this the Jesus you are following?
