Discussion Questions
A Heart for God’s Truth

1.  Have you ever fallen into freezing water?  How long did it take you get out?  How long did it take you to get your clothes dried and your body warmed?  How is the process of hypothermia similar to the numbing effects of our modern society and culture, and the impact that is having on professing Christians today?
2. Read II Thessalonians 2:3 and Matthew 24 :10-13.  What evidence is there in these passages that points to the fact that there will be a great apostasy or falling away from the Christian faith in the end times?  How do we see this happening today?  Given this, why is it extra important for our church to “have a heart for God’s truth” at this particular time?
3. Read Psalm 119:1-48.  Note every time we are commanded to rejoice or delight or be consumed with or long for or love or meditate on God’s word.  Do you rejoice in God’s word?  Do you long for it?  Do you love it and meditate on it?  Why is this extra important in our age today?
4. Do you agree that if Christianity is true, it is supremely important, and if it isn’t, it is of no importance at all – that the one thing Christianity cannot be is moderately important?  Why or why not?  Why do you think that so many believers today are lukewarm in their commitment?
5. What are the dangers of being lukewarm and hypocritical, given the warning that Jesus gave about the end times in Matthew 24:24?
6. Read II Timothy 3:15-17.  How is “man’s truth” different than God’s truth?  Why do you think relativism and postmodernism (whatever is true for you is true for you and whatever is true for me is true for me) is so popular today?  Why is this philosophy illogical?   Why do others erect their belief system on traditions or intimidating authorities or mysticism and feelings?  According to Proverbs 16:25, where will man’s truth bring you?
7. What does John 17:17 and II Timothy 4:1-5 teach us about the importance of God’s truth in the end times?  What does John 8:32 teach us?  Why is it important to for our people to know some evidence for the existence of God, or the integrity of the Scriptures, or the deity of Jesus Christ (that he is God)?   Are you prepared to speak to others about Jesus and the Bible “in season and out of season”?  Why is this so important?
