Finding Freedom 

Through Seeking God’s Priorities

1. What’s the biggest financial mistake you’ve ever made?  How did you dig out of the hole?  What did you learn from this experience?
2. Read Luke 12:13-21.  Why do you think Jesus refused to mediate the inheritance struggle between these brothers?  What is the warning he gave to the crowd in verse 15?  Give an example of a time when you bought something you realized later you really didn’t need.  What did you learn from this experience?  Do you have a personal budget?  A family budget?  How do you do this?  How has your life been blessed as a result of budgeting?  
3. Read verse 15 again.  When did it first hit home to you that a “man’s life does not consist in the abundance of his possessions”?  Have you ever borrowed for stuff you really couldn’t afford?  What did you learn from this experience?  What advice would you give to a young couple just married about going into debt?  How would you advise a person who wants to eliminate all consumer debt from his/her life?

4. Look at verses 16-18.  What does this passage teach about the futility of hoarding possessions?  Are you a saver or a thrower?  What has helped you in the process of simplifying your life?  What are the rewards of simplifying?  How would you advise someone who wants to “de-clutter” and get more organized?  

5. Look at verses 19-20.  What does this teach us about being good stewards of our time?  Read Psalm 90:10-12.  What lessons are taught in this passage of Scripture?  What are the rewards of managing your time well?  What are the biggest time wasters in your life?  How have you addressed this waste of your time?  Why is it just as important to be good stewards of our time as it is our money?  Who have been good examples to you in managing their time well?
6. Read verse 21.  What do you think it means to be rich toward God?  What are some things that you have invested in that you saw later to be frivolous and of temporal value?  What lessons did you learn?  Who have been examples to you of people who prioritized God and other people in their lives?  What does Jesus teach about this in Matthew 22:37-39?  

7. Do you agree that financial freedom is found through developing some fundamental disciplines?  How have you experienced freedom through budgeting?  Through debt elimination?  Through simplifying?  Through time management?  Through prioritizing God and other people?
