Discussion Questions

1.  Do you think the marriage amendment will pass in the state of Minnesota?  Why or why not?  How close do you think the margin will be?  Could you have ever imagined growing up that you would one day be voting on the definition of marriage?  How does the fact that we are voting on this demonstrate that our country is already in serious trouble?

2. Read II Peter 3:14 and the verses surrounding this verse.  What do you think it means to be spotless and blameless?  Do you agree that sexual sin will mess you up faster than any other sin?  Why or why not?  

3. When we are choosing to live a spotless life, we are choosing to live our lives in accordance with our Creator’s plan for us, especially in the area of sexuality.  As you look over the seven virtues which enhance God’s wonderful gift of sex, which do you think are the most important?  Which are most often neglected in our society today?  What are the consequences of neglecting these positive virtues?  
4. When we are choosing to live a blameless life, we are choosing to follow our Creator’s plan and respect the sixteen commands which guard and protect the integrity of sex.  As you look over these sixteen commands, which do you think are the most important?  How is the first command (no sex outside of marriage) the foundation for all the other commands?  Which of these commands are most often neglected in our society today?  What are the consequences of disobeying these commands?

5. Have you ever been to a wedding which used the original vows found in the Church of England’s Book of Common Prayer (with this ring I thee wed, with my body I thee worship, with all my worldly goods I thee endow…)?   Why do these vows sound so strange in our world today?  

6. Whose marriage most resembles the bond between James Dobson Sr. and Myrtle Dobson (Dr. James Dobson parents)?  Why do you think the greatest stressor known to mankind is the death of a spouse (often scored at 100 with all other stressors assigned a lower number)?  What have you learned from people who have honored God’s commands regarding sex and marriage?
