Discussion Questions
Make Known Your Faith:  Show the Way to Jesus
1.  Have you read any of Randy Alcorn’s books?  Were you aware of his ordeal with the abortion clinic and the lawsuit?  How did God use this experience to birth Eternal Perspectives Ministries?  Have you ever had a moment in your life when the vastness of eternity hit you?  Describe this experience.

2. Four contrasts regarding our decision of whether to follow Christ were examined – the first was the contrast between light and darkness.  What does John 1:4-5 teach about this?  What is taught in John 3:19?  Do you know of people who are deliberately choosing to live in darkness rather than light?  What motivates them to do this?  What are the benefits of living in the light?

3. The second contrast is between faith and unbelief.  What does John 1:10-12 teach us about this?  What are the two groups that choose unbelief?  What does Romans 1:20 say about the first group?  What does Romans 2:15 say about the second group?  Why do you think so many people in America today ignore the Scriptures even though they have full access to them at any time?  What is the role of love in reaching lost people?

4. The third contrast is between heaven and hell.  What does John 3:16 and John 3:36 teach about this?  Do you think we can be overly zealous in sharing the gospel, given that heaven or hell is at stake?  Why are most Christians more zealous in urging people to flee a burning building than urging people to flee hell?  What does John 20:31 teach about the desire of God and his Word that people come to know him?
5. The fourth contrast is between Christ and Satan.  What does John 8:44-47 teach?  Why were the Pharisees so offended by the insinuation of Jesus that they were followers of Satan?  Do you think most unbelievers today see themselves as followers of Satan?  Why or why not?  Did you see the movie Courageous?  What is taught in this movie about people who make Christ their master, and those who don’t?  

6. Do you think there are a lot of ministers today who are as lost as Dr. Charles Berry was?  How did God use the threat of imminent death to open up his heart?  Pastor Berry was successful in leading a dying woman to Christ while also surrendering his own heart to Jesus?  How about you?  Are you on the road to heaven?  Can you show another person how to get there?
