Discussion Questions
A Zeal for God’s Way

1.  How do you think you would have handled the persecution that Thomas Cranmer faced?  How would watching two close friends being burned at the stake affect you?  Are you surprised that Cranmer temporarily recanted his faith?  Are you surprised that he took back those denials and faced martyrdom with bravery and courage?  Why do you think the fact that he burned his hand first left such an impression that those who witnessed this event?  How do you think this event impacted subsequent revivals in Britain and its empire?  Where are the Thomas Cranmer’s in our age?

2. What are you willing to die for?  What are the “non-negotiables” of your faith?  For what are you willing to sacrifice?

3. Read Revelation 12:10-12.  What is the setting of these verses?  Even though the setting of these verses is in the Tribulation period, do you think verse 12 applies today?  Does the devil know his time is short?  How does verse 10 apply today?  How is Satan our accuser?

4. Why is it important that believers be willing to die for their faith (see verse 11)?  What types of things are people willing to die for today?  What is different about the martyrs of the faith, those believers who have died for Christ?  What did you find inspiring about the account of Athansius?  Why was this one Greek letter (iota) so important in the debate over whether Jesus was similar to, or the same as God?  
5. How is a personal and public testimony of our faith in Christ a powerful weapon with which to defeat Satan (see Revelation 12:11)?  What does Romans 10:9-10 teach about the power of a personal testimony?  

6. Read Proverbs 14:12.  What are some of the “ways” that lead to death?  What have you learned about witnessing to close friends and family who are spiritually lost?  Why is humility, gentleness, and love so important as we attempt to share?  Did anything surprise you about pollster George Barna’s breakdown of the seven American ‘tribes’?  Why do you think so many Americans are casual Christians?  Why are they so hard to reach?

7. Why is the “blood of the Lamb” so critical in overcoming the power of Satan?  Do you really believe that Christ is the only way to the Father?  Why do you believe this?  Why is this such an important truth?  

8. Have you had a time in your life when the glories of this world faded, and the glories of Christ’s kingdom came into full focus?  Read Mark 8:38.  Do you really believe this?  Are you willing to live for Christ?  Are you willing to die for him?
