Discussion Questions
Grace At Christmas -  The Life of Rahab

1.  When you hear of a mass murderer like Jeffrey Dahmer or another grisly criminal, have you ever been tempted to think that this person is beyond forgiveness?  What teachings from the Scriptures demonstrate that no one is beyond God’s grace?  What is the most amazing story you have ever heard of a person who is far from God coming to know him?
2. Read Matthew 1:1-6 and Joshua 2.  Why, according to Hebrews 11:31, can we be confident that Rahab is in heaven right now?  What were some of the liabilities that Rahab had according to Joshua 2, that may have hindered her from coming to genuine, saving faith in the Lord?  Why was it a disadvantage to be a Gentile?  See John 4:22 and Romans 3:1-2.  What was especially evil about the Amorite people?  See Genesis 15:19-21.  What is there about being immersed in immorality that hinders us from coming to genuine, saving faith?  

3. Read Rahab’s confession of faith in Joshua 2:8-11.  Do you find it interesting that Rahab may have come to faith precisely because she was a prostitute, and the spies sought refuge in her home?  Do you find it interesting that she may have learned about the God of Israel from the men who frequented her establishment?  What does this teach us about the grace of God?  Why can we be assured that sin is never excused or justified in the Scriptures, even though God may work in and through sinful situations to manifest his grace?  Why should we stay far, far away from sin such as immorality of any kind?
4. What evidences do we find in Joshua 2 that Rahab really possessed genuine, saving faith?  Pastor Denny mentioned five facts about Rahab that showed she was really saved.  Which of these was the most powerful evidence, in your opinion?  Which of these was the most surprising to you?  What evidence do we have that she really gave up prostitution?  What is so amazing about the fact that Rahab is the great-great-grandmother of King David?  

5. How does the theme of a scarlet cord (a blood sacrifice for sin) run all through the Bible?  Can you give any evidences of this from the Old Testament?  Read Joshua 2:17-18.  What does this teach us about the influence we can have in our family in helping people to find genuine, saving faith in Christ?  How does this encourage you to keep praying and ministering to your loved ones who are apart from Christ?  What is most amazing to you about the grace that Rahab experienced?
