Discussion Questions
Who Is This Man?

1. Were you aware that historians have taken great liberty in distorting the character of George Washington?  Have you seen this take place in movies and books, where an inaccurate picture is created about a particular event or person?  Why so you think some historians wish to do this?  How has this same thing occurred with respect to Jesus?  

2. Read John 2:1-11.  How does Jesus reveal his glory at the wedding at Cana?  Do you see any similarities with what Jesus did compared to how God revealed his glory at Mt. Sinai (Exodus 24:16) or at the tabernacle (Exodus 40:35) or at the temple (I Kings 8:11)?  Why do you think only the disciples believed at Cana (John 2:11)?  Give an example today of God moving in powerful ways, but people being slow to respond to that and believe.  Why do you think people ignore the manner in which the prophecies of Ezekiel 37 (the restoration of the nation of Israel) have been fulfilled over the last century?  Why do they remain unimpressed?  What does II Corinthians 4:4 and Matthew 7:13-14 teach?  
3. Look at John 2:6-8.  Why do you think Jesus created so much more wine than was needed?  Why kind of impact do you think this had on the town of Cana and on the married couple and their families?  Why do you think Jesus always met real needs when he performed signs and miracles?  Why do you think he refrained from entertaining the crowds with displays of his power?  Have you ever been surprised by the manner in which God blessed you with abundance?  What do Matthew 5:6, John 10:10, and I Timothy 6:19 teach about the deep-seated contentment that Christ can bring, as opposed to the cheap thrills of this world?

4. Look at John 2:11.  How does the miracle at Cana compare to the provision of an abundance of oil and flour for widows in I Kings 17:8-16 and II Kings 4:1-7?  How is Jesus like Elijah and Elisha and how is he different?  By performing his first miracle at a wedding, how was Jesus signaling this approval of this human institution?  How does marriage mirror the love of God for his people Israel (Hosea 3:1) and of Jesus for his bride, the church (Ephesians 5:31-32)?  How does a Jewish wedding help us to understand the coming events in Bible prophecy, such as the coming of the groom (Jesus) to earth, for his bride (the church) – I Thessalonians 4:16-18?  How does the wedding analogy help us to understand the promise of Jesus in John 14:2-3?  What does Revelation 19:7-9 teach about the Wedding Supper of the Lamb?  

5. How does Jesus signal his sovereignty over the gift of human sexuality and the gift of wine in the miracle at Cana?  How has Satan corrupted these two gifts, and how does Jesus redeem them?  What promise about wine in the new kingdom is given in Amos 9:13-14?
