Discussion Questions
Knowing for Sure

1.  Can you relate to Pastor David Jeremiah, who sensed a special closeness with the Lord during his bout with cancer?  Do trials tend to rock your faith or confirm it?  Why?

2. Read II Peter 1:5-11.  What value would you put on knowing for sure that you are saved and bound for heaven?  What are some of the rewards that you have enjoyed in having confidence that you are the Lord’s?  Which of the six rewards that were taught in last Sunday’s message can you best relate to?

3. Read I John 1:4.  Does knowing for sure that you are saved give you joy?  How?  Can you identify with Pastor Charles Haddon Spurgeon who said, ‘This depression comes over me whenever the Lord is preparing a larger blessing for my ministry; the cloud is black before it breaks…The scouring of the vessel has fitted it for the Master’s use…Fasting gives an appetite for the banquet”?

4. Read Romans 8:28.  Can you give an example from your life when God took a very difficult situation and brought good out of it?  Can you identify with Joseph in Genesis 50:20?

5. Read Ephesians 6:13.  How have you observed or experienced assurance of salvation leading to endurance?  Who is an example to you of this truth?

6. Read Psalm 119:166.  Does having assurance of your salvation encourage you to obey or disobey the Lord?  Why?  
7. Read Isaiah 26:3.  Can you give an example of how knowing the Lord brought peace into your life?  Have you seen this in the life of other believers?

8. Read I John 3:2-3.  Does knowing the Lord encourage you to live a pure life?  How?  How did this work in the life of David?  

9. Is there hope without knowing the Lord?  How can we help our unbelieving friends to realize this?  Do you ‘know for sure’?  Why or why not?
