Discussion Questions
The Legacy of Love

1. What evidence is there that Ronald Reagan accepted Christ as a child and lived a life consistent with his Christian testimony?  Why is especially difficult to maintain this testimony in the world of entertainment and politics?

2. Read II Peter 1:5-11.  Why do you think love is listed as the last of the eight attributes we need to add to our Christian lives?  What have you observed or experienced the teaching that love is the highest of Christian virtues (I Corinthians 13:13)?  How does ‘agape’ love differ from ‘phileo’ or ‘eros’ or ‘storge’ love?  What is unique about ‘agape’ love, according to I John 4:10-11?

3. Five examples of ‘agape’ love in action were cited.  Why is our love for God foundational to our ability to demonstrate love to people?  What does I John 4:19 teach?  What verse did Ronald Reagan lay his hand upon in taking the oath of office as president?  Why do you think this verse was so special to him?  

4. Why is our love for Jesus also vitally important?  What does Matthew 3:17 teach us?  Why did Ronald Reagan call John 3:16 his favorite verse?  What does the fact that Reagan repeatedly defended the deity of Christ teach us about him?  How have you witnessed to the deity of Christ?  What do we need to know and understand in order to properly witness to the deity of Christ?

5. Why is marital love often considered the highest of human loves?  What does Ephesians 5:25 teach?  What does a 189-page book of love letters to his wife say about the character of Ronald Reagan?  
6. Why is our love for other Christian believers so special?  What does I John 3:16 teach us? How did Reagan identify himself with other believers?  How have you experienced the love of your fellow believers?  How have you observed this bond in others?  

7. Read Mark 12:31 and Luke 6:27.  Who are our neighbors?  Why is it so difficult to love those who have hurt us?  How have you seen this type of Christian love practiced?  Who is an inspiration to you in this area?  How did Ronald Reagan practice this Christian virtue?

8. Read I John 4:16.  What does this teach?  How are you leaving a legacy of love?
