Discussion Questions
Be Free, Overcome a Culture of Lust

1.  Do you think it is easier to raise boys today, or girls?  Why?  What do you think Dr. Dobson would say?  How does the fact that boys are more susceptible to drug addiction, emotional problems, violence than girls still end up have a profound impact on girls?  Do you agree that “there are so many Cinderellas and so few princes”?  Why or why not?

2. Why are eating disorders among young girls skyrocketing?  Do you agree with Dr. Dobson that our society is “hyper-sexualized”?  How does this impact how we raise our kids?  How was the society Peter was addressing in II Peter 2:13-14 just like ours today?  

3. What does II Peter 2:13 teach about the consequences of sexual sin?  What does Galatians 6:7-8 teach?  How about Proverbs 5:20-21?  

4. What does II Peter 2:13 teach about the openness of sexual sin?  Do you think the public nature of immorality today is another step in a downward spiral for our country?  Why?  

5. Donna Freitas surveyed 2500 students on seven campuses, two of them evangelical, two Catholic, two private, and one public university.  She discovered that the sexual climate was different only at the evangelical schools, what she describes as “a world almost entirely apart from the other schools I visited.”  Does that surprise you?  Is it encouraging to you that 65% of students surveyed at evangelical schools were virgins, and that most of those who weren’t were working through confession and repentance?  What does this say about the blessings of having a tender conscience?
6. What does II Peter 2:13 teach about the “blots and blemishes” that come from sexual sin?  What are some of them today?  Why is it particularly hard to form a lifetime bond with a mate after you’ve had many intimate relationships?  

7. What does II Peter 2:14 teach us about how sin begins to control you, so that you find yourself in bondage, going through the motions, like lambs to the slaughter?  In what way is it true that there is freedom in self-control and self-discipline?  How you experienced or observed this?

8. Do you agree with President John Adams that “the manners of women (their moral character) are the most infallible barometer, to ascertain the degree of morality and virtue in a nation”?  How can we encourage our young ladies to look to the God and what the Scriptures teach for your sense of self-esteem and self-worth?  How can fathers and husbands affirm our ladies better?  How can our brothers in Christ better affirm and build up our sisters in Christ, and do it in a God-honoring, wholesome way?
