Discussion Questions
What He Must Be

1.  Men, did you receive any training on being a husband or father?  Did you have good role models for you to follow?  Did your father have any of the qualities that were discussed in this message?

2. Read Job 1:1-5.  How was Job a priest in his home?  How did he represent his family before God?  Why is it important that the father is the priest in his home?  Read Genesis 3:9.  Why do you think the Lord confronted Adam first in regard to Eve’s sin?  Read Genesis 18:22-33.  What can we learn here from Abraham about being a priest to our extended family?  Do you have a father, grandfather, or other man that you have observed who has fulfilled this role in his home?  What have you learned from watching him?

3. Read II Corinthians 6:14-18.  What does this passage teach about the importance of marrying a fellow Christian?  How can we determine if someone is a true follower of Jesus Christ?  Why must we go more by the actions of a professing Christian than their speech when it comes to discerning where they are with the Lord?  Have you seen any young people who have been deceived into thinking they were marrying a Christian and suffered the consequences of being “unequally yoked”?  How can we help your young people marry well?

4. Read Ephesians 5:25-26; 6:4.  How is the husband and father to be a prophet in his home?  How is he to represent God to his family?  Have you had any good models that you have observed who do this well?  What have you learned from them?

5. Read Ephesians 5:25.  What does this teach about the importance of a husband and father protecting his wife and family?  How was Barak punished for asking a woman to do battle for him in Judges 4:8-10?  What can we learn from this passage?  Why were the men always sent off to do battle to protect their families (see Deuteronomy 20 and Joshua 1:14)?  What can we learn from Exodus 22:16-17 and Deuteronomy 22:13-21 about the importance of fathers protecting their virginity of their daughters and protecting them from male predators?  Why is this so challenging and difficult in our age?
6. What can we learn from I Timothy 5:8 and I Thessalonians 4:11-12 about the importance of the husband and father being a provider?  What warnings are given in the Scripture about trying to make money fast and easy?  Why is it important to steer our young ladies toward a mate who has a job, a good work ethic, and the capability of doing financial planning?  

7. What can we do about the shortage of godly young men for our young women to marry?  Can you understand why some gals feel like the Lord felt in Ezekiel 22:30?  What hope can we find in the Lord’s words to Elijah in I Kings 19:18?  How can you be a part of building godly young men, and raising up a faithful generation (the vision of AEFC)?
