Discussion Questions
Be Amazed, 

Overcome a Culture of Evolution

1. Have you seen Mt. St. Helens in the state of Washington?  Do you remember when it erupted on May 18, 1980?  What does the fact that rock from the lava dome was dated at 350,000-2.8 million years old (when it was only about ten years old) tell you about scientific attempts to do radiometric dating?

2. Read II Peter 3:1-10, and re-read verse 5.  The witness of the canon (Scripture) points to a date for creation of about 4000 BC.  Read a few verses into Genesis 5 and 11.  Can you see how one can simply add up the years to arrive at this approximate date (please note that historians are in general agreement that Abraham lived about 2000 BC)?  For this rough date (4000 BC) to be true, the six days of creation in Genesis 1 would have to be literal, 24-hour days.  Do you think it is persuasive that whenever “day” is used with a number (first day, second day, etc.) it always refers to a literal day?  Or that when “day” is used with morning or evening or night, that it always refers to a literal day?  Turn to Exodus 20:8.  Does this verse seem to support the idea that the days of creation were literal day?
3. To what extent has our present-day culture chosen to reject the witness of the canon (Scripture) and the word of our Creator which called creation into being, as mentioned in II Peter 3:5?  Why is evolution illogical?  Why is evolution depressing?  Why is evolution hostile to humanity?  Does the fact that both Marx and Hitler were enamored with the theory of evolution say anything about the power of this heresy?  

4. How has our modern culture downplayed the wonder of God’s creation?  (II Peter 3:5)  How important was the doctrine of creation to you as you have wrestled with the credibility of the Scriptures and Christianity?  What are the dangers in reinterpreting the early chapters of Genesis to accommodate old-earth creationist theories?  Does it make any difference whether we claim that there was a pre-Adamic race of humans or human-like beings (hominids)?  Does it make any difference whether we claim that Adam was created 50,000 years ago or that there was death, pain, and suffering before Adam and Eve sinned?  Does it make any difference whether we claim that the flood wasn’t global?
5. What does II Peter 3:5 say about the key role of water in the creation of the cosmos?  Look at Genesis 1:6-9 and Proverbs 8:27-29 – what do these verses say about the role of water as God created?  How does this help us to understand key events in the pre-flood world (Where the water came from for the flood? How humans lived so long?  Why dinosaurs thrived? Etc.)?  Are you living in amazement at the awesomeness of our Creator?
