Discussion Questions
Pay Attention!

1.  Have you been following the developments regarding the discovery of Noah’s Ark?  How would this discovery, if conclusively proven, bolster the integrity of God’s Word?

2. Read II Peter 1:19.  In what way is the Word of God superior to any human experiences, even ones such as Peter, James, and John had when they witnessed the Transfiguration of Jesus (II Peter 1:16-18)?  What is the danger in trusting too much in our experiences?  Have you had friends who have had sincere experiences in pursuit of a false religion?  How is the Bible superior to the books of any other religion?

3. How have you found the Word of God to be reliable and dependable?  What does Romans 16:25-27 teach us about the role that the Scriptures should play in our faith?  What did Jesus teach in Luke 16:17?  What does Jesus teach us by quoting Scripture when he was tempted by Satan (Matthew 4)?
4. In what way has the Word of God been a signpost for you?  Why is the doctrine of the beginning (Genesis) and the end times (Revelation) so critical for our faith?  Why do you think Peter was inspired by God to speak about the return of Christ even though the Lord knew this wouldn’t happen for 2000 more years?  Why is it important for us to know and understand even if Christ would not return for another twenty years or more?

5. How has the Word of God been a shining light to you?  What have been some of the “dark places” in your life and experience?  Have you ever struggled with thinking yourself unattractive (not the right height, weight, skin tone, face, hair, eyes, etc.)?  How does Psalm 139:13-18 help us to understand beauty from God’s perspective?

6. How has the Word of God been a stabilizer for you?  What does Joel 2:31 teach us about the coming “day of the Lord”?  What does Revelation 22:16 teach us about the “morning star” who will be returning?  How does paying attention to the prophetic Scriptures stabilize us as we see apostate movements (II Timothy 4:1-5) and movement toward a global religion (Revelation 13:8)?  

7. What thoughts were going through your mind as you heard the story of Herman Lang, the German preacher who was arrested by Nazi authorities and sentenced to death by firing squad?  What gave him the strength to face that day?  Why do you think he felt so much inspiration from I Corinthians 2:9?
