Discussion Questions
Be Aware, Overcome a Culture of Ridicule

1.  Have you ever read through the genealogies in Genesis 5 and 11, and wondered to yourself, “How long ago did Adam really live?” and “How old is the earth?”  Can you see why so many Bible scholars before the modern era sought to come up with a precise chronology for the Bible going all the way back to creation? 

2. Read II Peter 3:3-7.  In verse 6, there is a reference to “the world of that time” – the time before the flood of Noah.  What was different about that world?  Read Genesis 1:9.  Can you see why some have suggested that there was only one continent before the global flood?  Read Genesis 1:7.  What evidence is there in this verse pointing to a canopy of water vapor over the earth before the flood?  Look at the long life spans in Genesis 5.  Why do you think people lived so long?  Read Genesis 1:24 about the creation of all the land animals.  Why do you think dinosaurs grew to such enormous sizes before the flood?  Why do you think they died out after the flood?

3. What does II Peter 3:6 say indicating that the flood was global in nature?  Read Genesis 7:18.  What evidence is there that the flood is global?  Why have some argued that the flood was only a local flood (in the Mesopotamian valley or other regional area)?  What evidence is there in Genesis 6-8 that the flood lasted about a year?  Do you think all the references to dates and years in Genesis 1-11 are important?  What does Jesus say about taking the Scripture literally in Matthew 4:4 and 5:18?  What do you think Genesis 7:11 means?  Do you think it is reasonable to believe that continents were moved apart and mountain ranges were pushed up as a result of this global flood?  Why would marine fossils be found high in the Himalayas?  
4. What does II Peter 3:6 and Genesis 7:21-23 say about the destruction of the flood?  How does the existence of massive amounts of oil, natural gas, and coal point to a global flood?  How does evidence of large numbers of fossils, with dinosaurs and fish found together, point to a global flood?  How do the Grand Tetons and the Grand Canyon point to a global flood?  What does the flood teach us about God’s tolerance of evil?  What does the fact that Noah found grace in God’s eyes teach us?  How can we find this same grace?  What warnings did God give before he sent the flood?  Why do you think they were ignored?  What warning is God giving us today that judgment may be around the corner?  Are you confident that you, like Noah, will be saved?
