Discussion Questions
The Prophets of Political Correctness

1.  Have you ever watched Oprah Winfrey?  What do you like about her?  What don’t you like?  Do you agree with the many media sources that call her one of the most influential women of all time?  What do you think of her spiritual beliefs?  Are you acquainted with the spiritual teachings of Eckhart Tolle?  What do you think of Tolle?  How have Oprah and Tolle contributed to “political correctness” in our country?  What does it mean to you to be politically correct?
2. Read II Peter 2:1-3.  What does verse 2 say about the popularity of false teachers?  Besides Oprah who else have you seen promoting the idea that there are many, many ways to God?  What about Oprah’s claim that Christ couldn’t be the only way as that would doom all of those who’ve never heard about Christ?  How can we answer that critique?  Why is it important to understand that the Lord will ultimately decide exactly who is allowed into heaven and who is judged (Genesis 18:25)?  

3. Why is it important for us to understand that the biblical Christian worldview will always be in the minority (Matthew 7:13-14)?

4. Do you agree that the politically correct promote an “anything goes” morality?  What does II Peter 2:2 say about this?  How is “political correctness” similar to the ideology that reigned in the time of the judges (Judges 21:25)?  Do you agree with the statement “Philosophers rule the world”?  What is postmodernism?  What is the danger of interpreting literature according to the reader’s intent, rather than the author’s intent?  How does this ultimately lead to a culture of insanity?  What is the danger in Supreme Court justices interpreting the Constitution however they wish?   What is the danger of lawyers reading into the law whatever they want to?  What’s the danger of biblical scholars interpreting the Bible however they wish?
5. Why do you think those who cry out for tolerance are so intolerant of people who disagree with them?  How do we bring the way of truth into disrepute, according to II Peter 2:2?  Why is it so challenging to hold to a biblical viewpoint in our politically correct culture today?  How do we blaspheme God when we give way to peer pressure?  

6. Why are those who seem to be so concerned for everyone’s rights often found to be consumed with greed and selfishness?  What does II Peter 2:3 say about this?  What did Jesus say in Matthew 6:19-21?   How have the prophets of political correctness sought to eradicate shame, sin, discernment, and responsibility within our culture?  What is the long-term impact of this?  What should we as God’s people reject political correctness?  Which of the four slogans of political correctness are most enticing to you?  What should we replace them with?    Are you committed to following the narrow road that leads to life (Matthew 7:13-14)?
