The Prophets of Political Correctness

Four Slogans of the Politically Correct:

1.  ____________(“Everybody is Okay!”) – An _________(Inclusive) Worldview.

a. “Many will follow their shameful ways and bring the way of truth into disrepute.”  II Peter 2:2.  Many today are denying the saving work of Jesus Christ by claiming that there are many, many ways to find God.
b. The supremacy of Christ has never captured a majority of the population at any given time – it has always been a minority view.  “Enter through the narrow gate.  For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to destruction, and many enter through it.  But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a few find it.”  Matthew 7:13-14.
2. _________________(“Anything Goes!”) – An ________(Immoral) Lifestyle.

a. “Many will follow their shameful ways and bring the way of truth into disrepute.”  II Peter 2:2.  Universalism, the ideology that everyone makes it to heaven, always leads to antinomianism, the ideology that there are no absolute morals.  “In those days, Israel had no king; everyone did as he saw fit.”  Judges 21:25.
b. Philosophers ultimately rule the world.  Nietzsche gave rise to the Nazis while Marx led the way to Communism.  Today the prevailing philosophy is postmodernism, a rejection of objective truth and a reaction against the scientific mindset of modernism.  
c. A key tenet of postmodernism is literary deconstruction, whereby a piece of literature is interpreted not according to the author’s intent, but the reader’s intent.  Words become meaningless as people can read whatever they want into them.  This ideology is rampant from liberal justices interpreting the Constitution to liberal Bible scholars virtually re-writing the Scriptures.
3.   ________________(“Don’t Judge Me!”) – An __________(Intolerant) Attitude.

a. “Many will follow their shameful ways and bring the way of truth into disrepute.”  II Peter 2:2.  When we adopt the ways of the world, we frequently end up disrespecting or blaspheming the way of truth.  
b. “Here is everything I know about marriage apart from God – NOTHING of binding significance…Everything I know about marriage, everything I know about sex, everything I know about gender, everything I know about homosexuality, I know from the Word of God.”  Dr. Al Mohler.
c. The further the culture sinks into postmodernism, the more eccentric the church is going to appear.  We are committed to a faith that is structured by a book that is two thousand years old.  Beyond eccentric, we are increasingly seen as dangerous.  And yet…”To whom shall we go?  You have the words of eternal life.”  John 6:68.
4. _____________(“I Want My Rights!”) – An __________(Individualistic) Greed.

a. “In their greed, these teachers will exploit you with stories they have made up.  Their condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their destruction has not been sleeping.”  II Peter 2:3.  Claiming to be compassionate and caring, the politically correct are actually very self-centered and greedy.
b. A “rights culture” reigns in America, having long ago trumped any moral responsibilities.  Jesus challenges us, “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break in and steal.  But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven…for where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.”  Matthew 6:19-20.
The prophets of political correctness have created a culture devoid of shame, sin, discernment, and responsibility.  More and more people believe they are “owed” a good job, a good salary, good health care, and a lifestyle free of any constraints.  

The liberated lifestyle endorsed by the politically correct can appear very enticing.  But the Bible declares it to be a broad road that leads to destruction.
