Discussion Questions
Be Prepared, Overcome a Culture of Ignorance
1.  Where were you on 911?  Do you remember when the first plane hit the North Tower (8:46 am)?  Do you remember when the second plane hit the South Tower (9:03 am)?  Do you remember hearing about the plane hitting the Pentagon (9:37 am) or the plane crashing in Pennsylvania (10:03 am)?  What did you do the rest of that day?  How did 911 change your life?  Why do you think our US government was caught so off guard?  Do you remember that first Sunday after 911?  Do you remember the churches being full?

2. Look at II Peter 3:10.  What does the ‘day of the Lord’ mean?  If the Lord is going to intervene during the end times in the same way in which he intervened at creation and at the great flood, what does that tell us?  

3. In what way will the Lord come like a thief?  Why will this be a shocking surprise to so many?  Do you think it will be as shocking as 911 or more so?  What does I Thessalonians 5:2-5 teach us about the return of Christ?  Did you hear anyone talking about the possibility that the world would end on May 21, 2011 (the Harold Camping prediction)?  Were people laughing and scoffing about this?  What does Luke 17:28 teach about the coming of Christ?  What does Genesis 19:14 teach about the attitude of Lot’s sons-in-law when he tried to warn them?  Are there people like this today?

4. In what way will the day of the Lord be like a searing sound?  What is the most deafening sound you have ever heard?  Do you think the day of the Lord will be greater or less than that sound?  

5. In what way will the day of the Lord be like a spectacular searing?  What do the ‘elements’ refer to in II Peter 3:10?  Did you take chemistry in high school or college?  Do you remember the periodic table?  Are you surprised that there are only 118 elements that have been discovered?  How may the elements, colors, sights and experiences be different in the new heaven and earth (Revelation 21:1)?  
6. What kind of stunning secrets do you think will be ‘laid bare’ in II Peter 3:10?  Do you agree that even the most brilliant among us know less than .001% of all there is to know?  Why do you think men and women often overrate themselves, thinking they are greater than they really are?  What is it that keeps you humble?  What does Matthew 10:26-28 tell us about the deeds of darkness that are going to be revealed for all to see?  Are you encouraged that God has promised that the sins of believers have been completely forgiven and erased (Jeremiah 31:34; Hebrews 8:12; 10:17)?  Have you confessed all your sins to the Lord and sought for his forgiveness?  Are you ready to meet him if he should return today?
