1.  Do you remember the Apollo 8 Christmas message when they read Genesis chapter 1 from space?  How did you feel upon hearing this?  
2. Read II Peter 1:20-21.  What kind of mysteries have the Scriptures unraveled for you?  Can you think of a time in your life when you were at a crossroads, and God spoke clearly to you through his Word?  Describe this situation.  How did it impact what you were going to do?  
3. Have you ever struggled with whether you are really saved?  What does John 1:12 teach?  What other Scriptures did the Lord use to give you assurance of your salvation?  What reminder is given to us in II Peter 1:5-11 about the fact that a true Christian will bear fruit for the kingdom?  How would you describe the interplay between faith and works in the process of getting saved?
4. Have you ever wrestled with whether the Bible is really true?  When?  How did God affirm to you the truthfulness and authority of His Word?  What fundamental truth in taught in Genesis 1:1 and the rest of Genesis 1 about the matter of creation?
5. Do you think America is in trouble?  What does II Kings 16:3 and II Kings 24:4 teach about how God views the matter of child sacrifice?  How is this similar to the practice of abortion in our country?  What does Psalm 139:13-16 teach about the sanctity of life?  What does the Bible teach about the impact that the shedding of innocent blood as on a nation?
6. Have you ever questioned God’s love for you?  When have you questioned this the most?  How did God reassure you of his love?  What does Psalm 91:1 teach us?  Do you think Jesus is really coming back soon?  Why or why not?  What does Jesus teach about being ready in Matthew 24:42?  What promise is given to those who study prophecy in Revelation 1:3?

Are you doing that?
