
The Case of the Fallen Angels
The earth before Noah’s flood was a fascinating place, with people living to 900 years of age or more.  Dinosaurs roamed the earth, and possibly even dragons.  God describes the “leviathan” in Job 41:20-21 like this, “Smoke pours from his nostrils…his breath sets coals ablaze, and flames dart from his mouth.”   Mighty men of Hercules-like stature were commonplace.  

In this antediluvian (pre-flood) world, a select group of fallen angels committed a great indiscretion.  “For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but sent them to hell, putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment…”   II Peter 2:4.  

Three Facts About These Fallen Angels:

1.  Their ______(Status)

a. “For if God did not spare angels...”   Who exactly are these angels?  Angels were originally created to execute God’s will by serving (Hebrews 1:14), announcing (Luke 1:26), forewarning (Genesis 19:1), guiding (Genesis 24:40),  instructing (Acts 8:26), guarding (Psalm 34:7), defending (Psalm 91:11), encouraging (I Kings 19:5), judging (Revelation 20:1), and worshiping (Revelation 19:1).  
b. Some angels rebelled against God, led by Lucifer (Revelation 12:7), who took 1/3 of the angelic realm with him (Revelation 12:4).  From among this throng of rebel angels, a smaller group appeared in Genesis 6:2 (“the sons of God”) and cohabitated with human women (“the daughters of men”).   Job 1:6, 2:1, Jude 6-7, and I Peter 3:19 support the view that the fallen angels of II Peter 2:4 are the perpetrators of Genesis 6:1-4.  
c. Are you aware there are angels and demons around you continually who are seeking to influence your behavior?  “We wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.”  Ephesians 6:12, KJV.
2. Their ______(Sin)

a. “For if God did not spare angels when they sinned…”  Some have maintained that angels are not capable of having sexual relations based on the words of Jesus in Luke 20:34-35.  Although this is not their normal state, nor is possessing a human body, they apparently can do both.  Jude 6 says that these fallen angels “did not keep their positions of authority but abandoned their own home.”  
b. These fallen angels went after “strange flesh”, as did the residents of Sodom and Gomorrah (Jude 7).  The result of this union was a special race of human beings who were “heroes of old, men of renown”  Genesis 6:4.  They were likely giants (Nephilim).  This angel/man union was a diabolical plot from Satan to corrupt the genetic pool of mankind, therefore preventing the arrival of the Messiah.
c. Though these Nephilim were probably slayers of dinosaurs and dragons, and brilliant men of knowledge and learning, they were also evil to the core.  “Every inclination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil all the time.”  Genesis 6:5.  They especially perverted God’s gift of sexuality, a perversion that has striking similarities to our world today!
3.  Their _________(Sentence)

a. “For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but sent them to hell, putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment…”  The Greek word for hell (tartaros) is used in Greek mythology to refer to a subterranean abyss which was even lower than Hades.  It was the abode of the most wicked spirits.
b. Though most demons are free to roam the earth and tempt mankind (Job 1 and 2), this special group of fallen angels who cohabitated with human women are being held in “gloomy dungeons”, awaiting the final judgment.  
c. God can and will “pull the trigger”.  Although people may appear to get away with sin for long periods of time upon our earth, there will be a day of reckoning.  
“You may be sure that your sin will find you out.”  Numbers 32:23.  If you don’t know the Lord and are entrapped in sin, you are in danger of hell.  If you do know the Lord, and are entrapped in sin, you are in danger of some heavy-duty discipline.  God loves you enough to spank you.  So come to Him today, and leave your sin at the foot of cross.
