1) What point was Dr. Tackett making with the chicken egg?

2) In Genesis 2:18, God declares that “it is not good for man to be alone.” What does
Dr. Tackett mean when he says that this is an ethical rather than a qualitative
statement?

3) What do theologians and philosophers mean when they talk about the “Natural Law?”
